. Mini-Makers must not be older than 12 years of age.

Mini-Makers must have a supervising adult at the Festival, including set-up and take
down. (Adult is not required to be at the student’s table, just be in the building.)

Mini-Makers will be required to give an update in the beginning of November
confirming that they will be prepared in time for the mini-market.

Mini-Makers selling food must meet all Food Safety guidelines as outlined by Alberta
Health Services. Please contact AHS at 780-460-4751 or
www.albertahealthservices.ca for more information.

Parents of a Mini-Maker selling food not listed on the Low-Risk List are required to:
have completed a Food Safety course meeting Section 31 of the Food Regulation (a
copy of this certificate must be submitted with your application).

Mini-Makers have the option to book either a full or a half table. The table and a plain
tablecloth will be provided for you as well as a chair.

a. Full table is 4'x2’

b. Half table is 2'x2’

. Mini-Makers will pay for their spot at the end of the market. Cost for a full size table is

$20 and for a half table size space is $10. The table fees will go entirely towards the
fundraising goal. Everyone is encouraged to donate more if they can.

. There will be an opportunity on the evening before to set up your booth from 7-9pm.

The doors will be open no earlier than 8:00 am on the day of the market for set up.
Mini-Makers must be set up in their stall and ready to operate by 9:45 a.m.

Public selling begins at 10:00 a.m. and ends at 3:30 p.m.

table. Mini-Makers are welcome to step away from their booths for a minute (eg.
bathroom break) if they put out a “Be Right Back” sign.
